Three members of the Coalition traveled, at their own expense, 

to attend the W. B. Ingalls Memorial Prostate Health and Can-

cer Seminar held at Scripps Research Instituteôs Jupiter Florida 

campus.  One of the speakers was Dr. Martin Haas, Adjunct 

Professor, Cancer Center/Biology, University of California, 

San Diego.  Dr. Haas gave a very interesting presentation about 

the potential role of stem cells in causing hormonal resistance 

after hormone blockade therapy.  While there are many re-

searchers and research dollars focused on finding what 

ñswitchesò cancer cells to hormone resistant, Dr. Haas convinc-

ingly demonstrates the hormone resistant cancer cells may ac-

tually exist at the outset of the disease, not something that only 

occurs late in the cancer progression.  It is an early theory but 

one that appears to offer a novel way for intervening earlier and 

more effectively.

MCFPC Annual Report                              
 

 

Blue Ribbon Leadership Training. We won a grant from the Maine Cancer Foundation for 

the purpose of training leaders in the far reaches of Maine. We named the program Blue 

Ribbon Leadership Training Programs and two sessions were held. One was held in Oc-

tober in Auburn and one in November in Orono. 32 people from 22 Communities at-

tended and a new community of leaders was born. By the end of December, 2009 there 

were several graduates who had joined MCFPC activities.  

Cable Television. We successfully initiated a cable television show documenting a round-

table discussion with survivors and partners. The show was shown on many local net-

works. 

Channel 6 TV. We appeared on Channel 6 on two occasions.  

Speakers Bureau. We developed a Speakers Bureau with a host of new speakers from our 

ranks. Messages were delivered to Kiwanis, Rotary, Masons, American Legions, and 

businesses like Hannaford stores.  

Display Booths. This venture has grown substantially, as we visit more public events each 

year. A new leader who graduated from the Blue Ribbon Training has taken it over. He 

schedules the display showings and coordinates involvement of local leaders for this spe-

cialty work.  

Display Booths, combined with the Speakers Bureau has enabled us to stimulate free 

screening days at the Bridgton Hospital and Franklin Memorial Hospitalôs menôs health 

fairs.   

We hosted lunch for 26 prostate cancer survivors who attended the Living with Cancer Con-

ference in Augusta. 

We provided a speaker for the Living With Cancer Conference.   

Primary Care Providers Education. We commenced planning and development for a series 

of three new host hospitals for 2010. These are slated for Central Maine Medical, South-

ern Maine Medical and Maine General. These sessions enlighten attendees on issues of 

prostate cancer screening and treatment.  

PCa Support Groups. We continue to work to energize new groups and support existing 

ones in local communities.  

First Annual 5-K Run for Prostate Cancer. We worked with the Red Soxôs Sea-Dogs 

Baseball team in Portland when it was held on June 21, 2009. MCFPC received the total 

earnings from the event.   

September is Prostate Cancer Awareness Month. We received a proclamation from the 

Governor of Maine.  

Libraries Project. We prepared and sent information displays on Prostate Cancer to every 

library in Maine. 

Letters to the news media. We initiated letters to the news media for publication on several 

occasions; both for September awareness and in retaliation of new initiatives seeking 

curtailment of prostate cancer screening and treatments. 

Interviews for print media. Newspapers interviewed us and printed reports. 

Website (www.mcfpc.org) continued to grow with remodeling and enhancements. It was 

made more ñuser friendlyò and a womenôs section was added.. We have become the envy 

of other State Coalitions with this professional resource.
